3) To give locals & visitors knowledge of safe zones in the event of a tsunami

15) Constant visual reminder of danger could come. Prefer teach families instead.

16) Just to know where safe line is.

17) Good to raise awareness; line on the ground not needed.

18) Some people need a visual reminder. Also an opportunity for younger people/children to understand i.e. children ask what’s that? Etc.

19) Important highly visual reminder to the community and visitors of the safe areas. Something ALL people can understand young/old and those who might not have access to internet/medical etc.

20) Demonstrates community preparedness and is reassuring to know a plan is in place & awareness/education is being disseminated.

21) More info required – is it worse case event or the smaller earthquakes; would prefer to spend money on warning systems.

22) No because the height of the tsunami depends on where & how big the disaster that caused it is.

23) To be safe it needed

24) A large part of Titahi Bay will be below the line and this will therefore affect land value for the whole area. Definite No!

25) Scaremongering aspect concerns me. Think it is better to focus on positives. Identify safe places, without highlighting the “underwater” bits.

26) Need to know if my house is danger.

27) Good for people on the flat. Were well above flood/tsunami height

28) Because In the event of a tsunami or disaster I’d like the blue line visible to me to know which way to evacuate.

29) Ability for everyone to be more aware/ and wear to go. Who is making the decision? A visual warning for visitors from outside the area.

30) Forewarning is useful- better than ignorance.
